Q: What wheels fit the P8.0R 2008?

A: Motonica has a proprietary wheel for the P8.0R, sold under the X-Tyres brand. However, the car has the same offset as Kyosho/Mugen and therefore will accept nearly all wheels made for/by Kyosho/Mugen. Conversely, the X-Tyre for Motonica will fit Kyosho and Mugen cars. The only modification needed is to cut the Motonica axle pins slightly, as the Motonica pin is about 2mm’s longer than the pin used by Mugen/Kyosho.
Q: Are the suspension parts on the P8.0R 2008 interchangeable left to right?

A: The arms are not, but both the stock front knuckles and stock rear uprights are.

Q: What degree steering knuckles does the P8.0R 2008 use?

A: 0 degree.

Q: Will the stock setup work for me?

A: The stock setup will work well on high speed flowing tracks with medium to low traction. For most US style tracks, the baseline setup will result in understeer. Refer to the setups on the support page.

Q: What type of receiver battery fits the P8.0R 2008?

A: You can fit both 5 cell AAA flat packs, or 5 cell 2/3 flat packs

Q: Does the car need many option parts?

A: The car is very capable out of the box, and most of the options improve durability and/or add stiffness to the chassis and suspension. The main options we recommend are the 1mm suspension shims, the ergal rear arm mounts and rear bulkhead mount, and ergal front bulkhead linkage. The remainder of the option parts can be added to either reduce weight or to replace worn out original parts. YBSLOW Inc also produces high quality option parts, check them out at ybslowinc.com.

Q: What bodies fit the P8.0R 2008?

A: Nearly all ‘wedge’ type 1/8th bodies will fit. We have tested the car with the following: Parma R11, Central Lola, Protoform T530 and Frizbee, Kyosho Dome. Please note the front body mount posts are grooved. These grooves provide visual guide should you need to shorten them to ensure proper body position.

Q: Can I fit the old ‘flat’ fuel tank in the P8.0R 2008?

A: Yes, but you must also use the old upper tray and you can only use AAA receiver pack.

Q: How do I get the suspension pivot balls to rotate free?

A: You can polish them before installation, and when you squeeze them in, give them an extra squeeze with your pliers to fully seat them in the cup. 

Q: Do I need to lighten the P8.0R 2008?

A: Depending on the options parts, motor, body, tire diameter, and radio gear used, you might find your car to be close to the minimum legal weight. Be sure to pass your car through tech before you decide to lighten the car.
